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1.0 INTRODUCTION 

Rockland County Facilities Management (County) has developed this Stormwater Management Program 
(SWMP) Plan to comply the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation (NYSDEC) 
General Permit for Stormwater Discharges from Municipal Separate Storm Sewer Systems (MS4) (GP-0-
24-001 or MS4 General Permit). The County was identified by the NYSDEC as a Traditional Non-Land 
Use Control MS4 under a previous iteration of the MS4 General Permit (GP-02-02) and obtained 
stormwater permit coverage in 2003.  The County’s NYSDEC permit number is NYR20A192.  Under this 
permit, the County has developed and implemented this SWMP Plan to reduce stormwater pollutants 
from the County’s storm sewer system to the maximum extent practicable (MEP). 
 
According to the NYSDEC, MS4s that are located within the boundaries of an urbanized area, as defined 
by the United States Census Bureau, are regulated under the United States Environmental Protection 
Agency's (USEPA) Phase II Stormwater Rule. The Phase II Stormwater Rule requires MS4s to develop a 
SWMP Plan which includes six minimum control measures (MCMs) that, when implemented together, are 
expected to reduce the discharge of pollutants to the MEP. The overall goal of the program is to improve 
water quality and recreational use of waterways.  
 
As a Traditional Non-Land Use Control MS4, the County must meet the requirements for the six (6) 
MCMs in accordance with Part VII of the MS4 General Permit. Generally, these requirements include 
development of programs to increase public awareness of the impacts of stormwater runoff, provisions for 
public participation in stormwater activities, implementation and enforcement of programs related to the 
control of illicit discharges to the storm sewer system, management of runoff from construction sites and 
new construction, and reduction of pollution from the County’s facilities and operations. This SWMP Plan 
includes MCM compliance to date, and future compliance requirements and timeframes for each MCM 
throughout the 5-year permit term.  The six (6) required MCMs are identified as: 
 

1.  Public Education and Outreach Program 

2.  Public Involvement / Participation 

3.  Illicit Discharge Detection and Elimination 

4.  Construction Site Stormwater Runoff Control 

5.  Post-Construction Stormwater Management 

6.  Pollution Prevention / Good Housekeeping 
 
The mapping requirements for all MS4s, outlined in Part IV.D of the MS4 General Permit, have also been 
incorporated into this SWMP Plan.  
 
Part VIII requirements of the MS4 General Permit must also be implemented for MS4s that are located 
within the sewersheds that discharge to waters impaired for phosphorus, silt/sediment, pathogens, 
nitrogen, or floatables. Rockland County’s Facilities Management MS4 does not discharge to waterbodies 
that have been designated as impaired. As a result, Part VIII requirements are not applicable to the 
County. Should this change, these requirements would be incorporated into the County’s SWMP Plan.   
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1.1 Rockland County Overview  

Rockland County is located west of the Hudson River and is comprised of five (5) towns, 19 incorporated 
villages, and 17 unincorporated hamlets. The County is bordered by Orange County to the west and 
north, by the Hudson River to the north and east, and by New Jersey State to the south. The County is 
approximately 1,950.7 square miles in area.  Rockland County’s Facilities Management MS4 is made up 
of various parcels throughout the County. See Appendix A for maps of County parcels that contain MS4 
infrastructure.  
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1.2 Notice of Intent  

As discussed in Part II.A of the MS4 General Permit, MS4s were required to electronically submit the 
Notice of Intent (NOI) in order to continue permit coverage under GP-0-24-001. The County submitted the 
NOI to the NYSDEC, a copy of which is included as Appendix B. By submitting the NOI to the NYSDEC, 
the County certified that they have read and agreed to comply with the permit and conditions of GP-0-24-
001, including the provisions to update the SWMP Plan in accordance with the timeframes set forth in the 
permit. Further, the submission of the NOI authorized the County to discharge stormwater under the new 
terms and conditions of GP-0-24-001.  
 
The NOI included waterbody information applicable to the County’s MS4, including the waterbodies the 
County’s MS4 discharges to, identification of whether those waterbodies were listed as impaired in the 
MS4 General Permit, and which pollutant of concern (POC) the waterbody is impaired by if applicable. A 
summary of the waterbody information disclosed in the NOI is described in Section 1.2.1 and 1.2.2 below.  
 
1.2.1 Drainage and Receiving Waters 

Land areas within the Rockland County Facilities Management MS4 discharges stormwater runoff to 
three (3) surrounding waterbodies which include the Hackensack River, South Branch Miniscengo Creek, 
and the Hudson River. These three (3) waterbodies receive stormwater discharges from overland surface 
runoff and storm drainage systems constructed on County property which captures stormwater runoff 
from parking lots and other portions of County properties. A summary of the waterbodies the County’s 
MS4 discharges to and their respective POC, is listed below in Table 1.

Some portions of Rockland County Facilities Management MS4 discharge directly to head waters. 
However, most portions of the MS4 discharge to other MS4s via conveyance piping and then discharges 
to water bodies. See Appendix A which shows maps of the preliminary storm sewershed areas for County 
properties that contain MS4 infrastructure.  
 
1.2.2 Impaired Waters and Pollutants of Concern 

As discussed in Part III.B.1 of the MS4 General Permit, MS4s whose outfalls discharge to waters 
impaired for phosphorus, silt/sediment, pathogens, nitrogen, or floatables (Appendix C in the MS4 
General Permit) must develop and implement the pollutant specific best management practices (BMPs), 
listed in Part VIII of the MS4 General Permit, targeted towards the POC causing the impairment. As 
described above in Section 1.2.1, County properties that contain MS4 infrastructure discharge to three (3) 
waterbodies, none of which are listed in Appendix C of the MS4 General Permit as impaired.

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1.3 Stormwater Contacts 

In accordance with Parts IV.B.1, VII.C.1.a.i, and VII.D.2.a of the MS4 General Permit, the County has 
identified stormwater contacts in the SWMP Plan including the County’s Stormwater Program 
Coordinator, and contacts to report illicit discharges and construction site complaints. These contacts are 
described below in Sections 1.3.1 and 1.3.2.  
 
1.3.1 Stormwater Program Coordinator 

The County’s Stormwater Program Coordinator is the Rockland County Division of Environmental 
Resources (DER) Coordinator. As described in Part IV.B.1 of the MS4 General Permit, the Stormwater 
Program Coordinator must be knowledgeable in the principles and practices of stormwater management, 
the requirements of the MS4 General Permit, and the SWMP Plan. The Stormwater Program Coordinator 
oversees the development, implementation, and enforcement of the SWMP Plan; coordinates all 
elements of the SWMP Plan to ensure compliance with the MS4 General Permit; and develops and 
submits the MS4 Annual Report to the NYSDEC.

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1.4 Staffing Plan/Organizational Chart 

Individual SWMP components are developed, implemented and/or enforced by different entities and 
departments within the County. The organizational chart below includes the different entities/departments 
and associated titles for those who have roles and responsibilities for implementing the County’s SWMP 
Plan. The Stormwater Program Coordinator is responsible for communication and coordination amongst 
the staff members listed in the chart below regarding their SWMP roles and responsibilities throughout 
the reporting period.  
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1.5 County Facilities and Infrastructure 

Below describes a brief overview of the County’s facilities that contain MS4 infrastructure: 
 

• The County owns and operates six (6) buildings including:  

o Summit Park Campus (50 Sanatorium Road, Pomona, NY 10970) 

o Rockland County Courthouse (1 South Main Street, New City, NY 10956) 

o Allison-Parris County Office Building (11 New Hempstead Road, New City, NY 10956) 

o Rockland County Sheriffs Office (55 New Hempstead Road, New City, NY 10956) 

o Rockland County Corrections (53 New Hempstead Road, New City, NY 10956) 

o The Sain Building – currently vacant (18 New Hempstead Road, New City, NY 10956) 

• The Rockland County Fire Training Center is located at 35 Firemen’s Memorial Drive, Pomona, 
NY 10970.  

• Haverstraw Bay County Park is located at 21 Gagan Rd, Haverstraw, NY 10927.  

• The remaining properties owned by the County do not contain MS4 infrastructure that discharge 
to Surface Waters of the State.  
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1.6 Inventory of Entities Assisting with Permit Implementation 

As described in Part IV.A.1 of the MS4 General Permit, MS4s may utilize other entities to assist with 
portions of the SWMP implementation, including coalitions of MS4s and private third-party contractors. 
Pursuant to Part IV.A.1.b of the MS4 General Permit, Table 2 below presents the existing, up to date 
inventory of entities assisting with permit implementation.

1.6.1 Agreements for Alternative Implementation Options 

As outlined in Table 2 above, there are currently two (2) outside entities assisting the County with permit 
implementation. If an MS4 is relying on another entity for compliance with the MS4 General Permit, there 
must be an agreement in place consistent with the requirements outlined in Part IV.A.1.a.i – vii of the 
MS4 General Permit. Pursuant to Part IV.A.1.d. of the MS4 General Permit, the County has written 
agreements/Third-Party certifications between the County and these entities. 
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1.7 County Local Laws and Enforcement Response Plans (ERP) 

The County has implemented restrictions and requirements that reduce stormwater runoff impacts.  
These restrictions and requirements that have been codified into County local law are summarized below 
in Sections 1.7.1 through 1.7.3.  
 
Pursuant to Part IV.F of the MS4 General Permit, the County has also developed an Enforcement 
Response Plan (ERP), see Appendix C, which clearly describes the action(s) to be taken for violations 
against local laws the County has enacted for illicit discharges, construction, and post-construction which 
are discussed in Sections 1.7.1 and 1.7.2 below. Instances of non-compliance and violations will also be 
discussed in Sections 1.7.1.1 and 1.7.2.1. 
 
1.7.1 Illicit Discharge Detection and Elimination (IDDE) ERP 

• The County prohibits illicit discharges to its drainage system. The County has prepared an ERP in 
conformance with Part IV.F of the MS4 General Permit.  Pursuant to the permit requirements, all 
MS4s must develop and implement an ERP to identify, document, and address potential and/or 
actual illicit discharge violations. The ERP describes the duties of the enforcement staff and the 
tools available to those staff to help ensure compliance with applicable regulations. The overall 
goal of the ERP is to provide County staff with guidelines to achieve consistent enforcement in 
order to achieve compliance with the regulations of the MS4 General Permit. See the County’s 
ERP in Appendix C, and MCM 3 (Section 2.3.2.1) for further detail.  

 
1.7.1.1 Instances of Non-compliance 

• N/A – There have not been any instances of non-compliance related to illicit discharges as of 
November 2025. Should there be any instances of non-compliance in the future, those instances 
would be inventoried in this section of the SWMP Plan, utilizing the ERP MS4 Enforcement 
Tracking Sheet (see Appendix C).  

 
1.7.2 Construction and Post-Construction ERP  

• All new construction projects are required to conform to the minimum stormwater management 
requirements and controls of NYSDEC’s SPDES General Permit for Stormwater Discharges from 
MS4s, and the substantive requirements of the NYSDEC's SPDES General Permit for 
Construction Activities, in order to minimize stormwater runoff, pollution, and erosion. This 
includes onsite stormwater retention and erosion and sediment controls to prevent pollution from 
construction and post-construction development. See the County’s ERP in Appendix D, and 
MCMs 4 and 5 (Sections 2.4.2.1 and 2.5.2.1) for further detail.  

• The County has prepared an ERP in conformance with Part IV.F of the MS4 General Permit.  
Pursuant to the permit requirements, all MS4s must develop and implement an ERP to identify, 
document, and address potential and/or actual construction and post-construction violations. The 
ERP describes the duties of the enforcement staff and the tools available to those staff to help 
ensure compliance with applicable regulations. The overall goal of the ERP is to provide County 
staff with guidelines to achieve consistent enforcement in order to achieve compliance with the 
regulations of the MS4 General Permit. See the County’s ERP in Appendix C for further detail. 
 

1.7.2.1 Instances of Non-compliance 

• N/A – There have not been any instances of non-compliance related to construction and post-
construction as of November 2025. Should there be any instances of non-compliance in the 
future, those instances would be inventoried in this section of the SWMP Plan, utilizing the ERP 
MS4 Enforcement Tracking Sheet (see Appendix C).  
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1.7.3 Other Ordinances that Reduce Negative Stormwater Runoff Impacts 

The County enforces several other ordinances beyond those required in the MS4 General Permit that aid 
in the reduction of negative stormwater runoff impacts. A summary of these ordinances is provided below.  
 

• Chapter 137: Pollution Control1 

o Chapter 137 Article IV significantly limits the use of disposable single-use plastic carry out 
bags and incentivizes the use of reusable bags with recyclable paper bags to prevent 
plastic bags from clogging storm drains and floating into and ending up in waterways. 

• Chapter 295: Littering2 

o Chapter 295 prohibits littering on property owned by the County thereby removing noxious 
or potentially noxious materials from the ground's surface and surface waters of the 
County. 

• Chapter 315: Parks3 

o Chapter 315 prohibits throwing, dropping, or leaving any garbage or rubbish in any part of a 
County Park other than in a receptacle provided for this purpose. The chapter also prohibits 
throwing, discharging, dropping, or leaving any substance, liquid, or solid in the waters in 
any County Park or in a storm sewer or drain flowing to these waters. Furthermore, the 
chapter prohibits discharging any gas, vapor, or volatile liquid which will emit a flammable 
vapor into any gutter leading to a sewer, receiving basin, or drain in or leading into any 
County park. 

• Chapter 330: Recycling4 

o Chapter 330 requires all persons in the County in control of any premises to separate 
recyclable materials from all other solid waste and dispose of in accordance with Town or 
Village requirements.  

• Chapter 345: Sewers5 

o Chapter 345 Article III prohibits the connection of a private sewage system to the storm 
sewer. Chapter 345 Article III also prohibits the discharge of any wastewater, industrial 
wastes or other polluted waters into any natural outlet within the sewer district except when 
suitable treatment has been provided. Furthermore, Chater 345 Article III prohibits the 
construction or maintenance of any privy, cesspool, septic tank, or other facility intended or 
used for disposal of wastewater, except when a public sewer is not available. 

• Chapter 350: Solid Waste6 

o Chapter 350 prohibits throwing, dumping, or depositing solid waste, recyclables, 
construction debris, scrap metals, and yard waste on the roadside or public or private 
property within the County without consent from the owner.

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• Chapter 388: Waterfowl, Feeding of7 

o Chapter 388 prohibits the feeding of waterfowl on County lands, except in areas designated 
for feeding by the Rockland County Park Commission. 

These ordinances combined give the County the authority to require property owners and County 
residents to comply with this SWMP Plan.

This 
annual report will include content and metrics related to the County’s SWMP Plan from January 3, 2025 –

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1.10 Evaluation of SWMP Plan 

In accordance with Part V.C of the MS4 General Permit, the County evaluates the SWMP Plan for 
compliance with the terms and conditions of the MS4 General Permit at least once a year. This includes 
evaluating the effectiveness or identifying deficiencies of the SWMP Plan and documenting the status of 
achieving the requirements outlined in the permit. This SWMP Plan has been evaluated and is up to date 
as of November 2025.  
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2.0 STORMWATER MANAGEMENT PROGRAM (SWMP) PLAN 

This SWMP Plan is based on an approach of preventing the pollutants from reaching stormwater rather 
than removing the pollutants from stormwater after the fact. To accomplish this, the County has 
developed and implemented a series of programs and procedures to meet the requirements of each of 
the six (6) required MCMs from the MS4 General Permit. These are described below, as are Future 
Compliance Requirements and Timeframes for each MCM. 
 
2.1 MCM 1: Public Education and Outreach Program  

2.2.1 Description of Minimum Control Measure 

MCM 1 focuses on the development and implementation of an education and outreach program designed 
to inform the public about the impacts that stormwater discharges have on local water bodies.  The 
educational materials contain specific actions as to how the public, as individuals or collectively as a 
group, can participate in reducing pollutants and their impact on the environment.  The Public Education 
and Outreach program is expected to reach constituents within Rockland County. An informed and 
knowledgeable community is crucial to the success of the stormwater management program. As the 
public becomes aware of actions they can take to protect or improve the quality of surface waters, 
improvement to the surface waters will result. The target pollutant sources are construction site runoff, 
impacts from new and re-development projects, illicit discharges, and local/regional POCs. See a full 
description of permit requirements for the MS4 General Permit.10 
 
2.1.2 MCM Compliance to Date 

2.1.2.1 Part VII Requirements for Traditional Non-Land Use Control MS4s 

• Information related to illicit discharges, including who to call in the event of an illicit discharge, is 
made available on the DER’s webpage. Additional environmental educational material found on 
the DER webpage includes but is not limited to: rain gardens; rain barrels; invasive species 
management; and environmental education material for youth. The County also provides contact 
information on the DER webpage for NYSDEC’s Region 3 Environmental Conservation Officers, 
contact information for NYSDEC Region 3 Fisheries Unit, and the phone number for the NYS 
Spill Hotline. 

• Methods used to distribute educational information and messages includes the following: 

o The RCSWCD offers free environmental education programs to students of all ages 
throughout the year, assesses the health of culverts and bridges, and collaborates with 
regional and local organizations annually on a variety of projects. 

o RCSWCD staff train and coordinate volunteers for the NYSDEC Water Assessments by 
Volunteer Evaluators (WAVE) program to collect benthic macroinvertebrate (stream bug) 
samples in local County streams. The data collected serves as an indicator of stream 
health. 

o RCSWCD conducts water monitoring through the NYSDEC WAVE program. SCWD trains 
volunteers to collect benthic macroinvertebrate samples.  NYSDEC then conducts analysis 
of these samples, and the results can indicate if there is impairment in the health of the 
stream (for organism habitat).  

o The DER participates in Rockland County Youthfest each year and distributes information 
on County environmental programs for youth and adults.

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o The County partners with the NYSDEC’s Hudson River Estuary Program and the Lamont-
Doherty Earth Observatory (LDEO) to educate elementary, middle, and high school 
students as well as college students through the Day in the Life of the Hudson & Harbor 
event. Students participate in a handful of activities including tracking the river’s tides and 
currents, checking the salinity, and examining water chemistry and quality.  

o RCSWCD staff help to plan the annual Minisceongo Creek Watershed Alliance (MCWA) 
cleanup event.  

o The County partners with LDEO, Rockland County Youth Bureau, and Keep Rockland 
Beautiful to educate 11th and 12th grade students on sustainable land use planning as part 
of the Rockland Planning and Land Use with Students program (RPLUS). 

o The RCSWCD partners with the Rockland County Stormwater Consortium to host 
NYSDEC sponsored Erosion and Sediment Control training. The County also partners with 
the Rockland County Stormwater Consortium for the storm drain marking program.   

o The County coordinates with the NYSDEC American Eel Citizen Science Project at 
Minisceongo Creek from February-May- annually. Volunteers count and relocate glass eels 
with the aim of the project is to collect valuable data that contributes to conservation of the 
species as well as our understanding of the health of marine environments.  

o RCSWCD partners with the Cornell Cooperative Extension of Rockland County to provide 
American Eel Life Cycle lessons, demonstrations, and sampling with local high school 
students. 

• Rockland Green, a third-party subcontractor operates the Household Hazardous Waste Facility 
(HHW) located at 35 Firemens Memorial Drive. HHW is a drop-off collection facility that accepts 
household hazardous waste materials from Rockland County residents and small businesses that 
qualify for Conditionally Exempt Small Quantity Generator (CESQG) status. In 2024, 23,867 County 
residents utilized the facility and recycled 3,554 lbs of unwanted medications, 18,591 lbs of light 
bulbs, 68,488 lbs of batteries, 81,271 lbs of paint and 73,000 lbs of pesticides. A brochure for the 
HHW including the drop-off schedule and a list of acceptable and unacceptable materials is located 
on the County’s website.11

2.2 MCM 2: Public Participation/Involvement 

2.2.1 Description of Minimum Control Measure 

MCM 2 focuses on providing the opportunity to involve the public in development, review and 
implementation of the SWMP Plan. The MCM compliance to date includes a number of practices 
designed to seek public input on the SWMP Plan and MS4 Annual Report. It also describes additional 
opportunities the County provides beyond permit requirements. See a full description of permit 
requirements for this MCM in the MS4 General Permit. 
 
2.2.2 MCM Compliance to Date  

2.2.2.1 Part VII Requirements for Traditional Non-Land Use Control MS4s 

• The County provides the opportunity for public involvement/participation in the development and 
implementation of the SWMP Plan via the County’s DER Webpage and DER office year-round. 
Specifically, the County’s MS4 Annual Reports and SWMP Plan are posted on the DER webpage 
with instructions on how to submit comments on these documents. Comments on the MS4 
Annual Reports and SWMP Plan are directed to the County’s Stormwater Program Coordinator 
(see Section 1.3.1 for the current Stormwater Program Coordinator’s contact information for 
reference). Hard copies of the MS4 Annual Reports and SWMP Plan are also made available at 
the DER office where the public can submit comments to the Stormwater Program Coordinator in 
person. There have not been any comments submitted on the SWMP Plan or MS4 Annual 
Reports as of November 2025. Should the County receive comments in the future, a summary of 
these comments would be provided in this section of the SWMP Plan, and the SWMP Plan would 
be updated based on the comments received as appropriate.  

• The County mainly utilizes the DER webpage to inform the public of the opportunity for their 
involvement/participation in the development and implementation of the SWMP Plan and how 
they can become involved.  

• The Stormwater Program Coordinator is the local point of contact to receive and respond to 
public concerns regarding stormwater management and compliance with permit requirements. 
See Section 1.3.1 for the current Stormwater Program Coordinator’s contact information.  

• The County also provides additional public participation opportunities related to improving 
stormwater quality. These opportunities are as follows: 

o The County partners with schools (K-12 & universities), citizen groups (Sparkill Creek 
Watershed Alliance, Minisceongo Creek Watershed Alliance) and public agencies 
(NYSDEC, Soil and Water Conservation District, Water Quality Committee, Stormwater 
Consortium of Rockland County) to involve and inform residents on Stormwater 
Management issues. 

o The County works closely with the Stormwater Consortium of Rockland County, attending 
the meetings to provide guidance and input on Stormwater management issues. The 
County also partners with the Stormwater Consortium to promote the storm drain marking 
program. The Soil & Water Conservation District is on the Consortium website committee 
and provides insight and feedback at quarterly meetings to increase materials/content 
and user views.

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2.3 MCM 3: Illicit Discharge Detection and Elimination 

2.3.1 Description of Minimum Control Measure 

MCM 3 consists of developing and implementing a program that detects, tracks down and eliminates illicit 
discharges to the MS4. The program must include a legal authority mechanism that will be used to 
effectively prohibit illicit discharges; enforce procedures and actions to ensure that the regulatory 
mechanism is implemented; implement a dry weather screening program; establish procedures for 
tracking down and locating the source of an illicit discharge; maintain an inventory of priority areas; and 
establish procedures for removing the source of the illicit discharge. See a full description of permit 
requirements for the MS4 General Permit. 
 
2.3.2 MCM Compliance to Date 

2.3.2.1 Part VII Requirements for Traditional Non-Land Use Control MS4s 

• The County has developed an ERP that prohibits illicit discharges to its stormwater system. The 
ERP also describes the action(s) to be taken by the County for violations that the County has 
enacted for illicit discharges. See Section 1.7.1 and Appendix C for further details on the ERP.    

• As discussed in Section 1.3.2 of this SWMP Plan, the County identified the DER coordinator as 
the contact for the public to report illicit discharges in accordance with Part VII.C.1.a.i. of the MS4 
General Permit. Refer to Section 1.3.2 for the contact information for the DER coordinator.  

• The County implements an outfall inspection program. The DER and Facilities conducts daily 
observations of County grounds, and dry-weather outfall inspections at a minimum frequency of 
once every five years. Inspection findings are entered into a tracking/work order system, and 
work orders are automatically generated to address any of the detected property grounds that 
need maintenance. Records of these documents inform whether actions taken were performed by 
DER and Facilities staff or other entities. Across all observations as of November 2025, it has 
been concluded that illicit discharges are not occurring in the County of Rockland Facilities 
Management MS4. 

• According to the MS4 General Permit Part VII.C. within two (2) years of the permit term, MS4s 
must develop an illicit discharge detection, track down, and elimination (IDDE) program. In 
conformance with the MS4 General Permit, the County has developed an IDDE program which is 
included in Appendix D. 
 

• County staff involved in IDDE procedures or any staff members with responsibilities which may 
involve their observing a potential illicit discharge when working in the field, participate in general 
IDDE training. As discussed above, the County specific IDDE Program and training provisions 
have been prepared as of November 2025. Applicable staff will be trained on the County’s IDDE 
program early in the third year of the permit term, and the table below will be updated.

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2.4 MCM 4: Construction Site Stormwater Runoff Control 

2.4.1 Description of Minimum Control Measure 

MCM 4 consists of developing and implementing a program that ensures that construction sites resulting 
in land disturbance of greater than or equal to one acre are effectively controlled, as well as promotes the 
proper planning and installation of post-construction stormwater management practices. This MCM 
primarily applies to traditional MS4’s which have control over land use development permits.  The 
Rockland County Facilities Management MS4 has no approval role in development activities other than 
construction activities that the County itself undertakes on County property. This section thus describes 
the mechanism that is implemented to require erosion and sediment controls for County projects that 
meet the one-acre threshold. See a full description of permit requirements for this in the MS4 General 
Permit.     
 
2.4.2 MCM Compliance to Date 

2.4.2.1 Part VII Requirements for Traditional Non-Land Use Control MS4s 

• The County works with qualified consultants to design and implement 
development/redevelopment projects within the County’s MS4. Such projects that result in land 
disturbance greater than or equal to one acre must include appropriate erosion and sediment 
control practices in accordance with the SPDES General Permit for Construction Activities, New 
York Standards and Specifications for Erosion and Sediment Control November 2016, and New 
York State Stormwater Management Design Manual, January 2015, as applicable. 

• The County has developed and implemented an Enforcement Response Plan (ERP) to establish 
minimum stormwater management requirements and controls to protect and safeguard the 
general health, safety, and welfare of the public. The ERP seeks to meet those purposes by 
achieving the following objectives: 

A. To meet the requirements of MCM 4 and 5 of the MS4 General Permit; 

B. To require land development activities to conform to the substantive requirements of the 
NYSDEC State Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (SPDES) General Permit for 
Construction Activities; 

C. To minimize increases in stormwater runoff from land development activities in order to 
reduce flooding, siltation, increases in stream temperature, and streambank erosion and 
maintain the integrity of stream channels; 

D. To minimize increases in pollution caused by stormwater runoff from land development 
activities which would otherwise degrade local water quality; 

E. To minimize the total annual volume of stormwater runoff which flows from any specific site 
during and following development to the maximum extent practicable; and 

F. To reduce stormwater runoff rates and volumes, soil erosion and nonpoint source pollution, 
wherever possible, through stormwater management practices and to ensure that these 
management practices are properly maintained and eliminate threats to public safety. 

The ERP describes the action(s) to be taken by the County for violations that the County has 
enacted for construction. See Section 1.7.2 and Appendix C for further details on the ERP.   

• As discussed in Section 1.3.2 of this SWMP Plan, the Director of Facilities Management was 
identified as the contact for the public to report complaints related to construction stormwater 
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activity in accordance with Part VII.D.2.a of the MS4 General Permit. Refer to Section 1.3.2 for 
the contact information for these two (2) staff members. 

o As of November 2025, there have not been any reports of construction site complaints 
within the County.  

• Construction Oversight Program: The requirements of the Construction Oversight Program are 
met through the implementation of existing programs and procedures. A summary of compliance 
with the program is described in Table 1 in Appendix E. 

• There are currently zero (0) active construction sites requiring a SWPPP on County property as of 
November 2025. This inventory will be updated annually if construction projects are approved or 
completed pursuant to VII.D.4.a-b of the MS4 General Permit.  

• Considering that there are currently no active construction sites requiring a SWPPP on County 
property, there are no construction sites to prioritize as high or low. As construction projects are 
approved, they will be prioritized pursuant to VII.D.5.a of the MS4 General Permit and 
documented in this SWMP Plan.  

• The Director of Facilities Management is the only individual in the County responsible for 
reviewing SWPPPs for acceptance and conducting construction site inspections for work on 
County property. The Director of Facilities Management has received the four (4) hour NYSDEC 
endorsed training in proper erosion and sediment control principles from a Soil & Water 
Conservation District, or other Department endorsed entity. See Table 4 for the County staff that 
have received the required training. Should there be additional County staff responsible for 
SWPPP acceptance and/or construction site inspections in the County, these individuals would 
be required to receive NYSDEC’s endorsed E&S training prior to conducting SWPPP reviews 
and/or inspecting construction sites and would be added to the inventory in Table 4.

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2.5 MCM 5: Post-Construction Stormwater Management   

2.5.1 Description of Minimum Control Measure  

MCM 5 consists of developing and implementing a program that ensures proper operation and 
maintenance (O&M) of post-construction SMPs for new development and redevelopment projects.  While 
MCM 4 addresses stormwater runoff during construction activities, MCM 5 is designed to promote the 
long-term performance of post-construction SMPs in removing pollutants from stormwater runoff. This 
MCM primarily applies to traditional MS4’s which have control over land use development permits.  The 
County has no approval role in development activities in the various towns and villages within the County, 
therefore this MCM only applies to construction practices that the County itself undertakes on its own 
property. See a full description of permit requirements for this MCM in the MS4 General Permit. 
 
2.5.2 MCM Compliance to Date  

2.5.2.1 Part VII Requirements for Traditional Non-Land Use Control MS4s 

• The County works with qualified consultants to design and implement construction activities on 
County property. Such projects that result in land disturbance greater than or equal to one acre 
must include appropriate post-construction SMPs in accordance with the SPDES General Permit 
for Construction Activities, New York Standards and Specifications for Erosion and Sediment 
Control November 2016, and New York State Stormwater Management Design Manual, January 
2015, as applicable. 

• Similar to MCM 4, the compliance program for MCM 5 is through the implementation of the 
County’s ERP, which outlines the components that comprise of the County’s program applicable 
to MCM 5. The purpose and objectives of the ERP are described in Section 2.4.2.1 of this SWMP 
Plan. The ERP describes the action(s) to be taken by the County for violations that the County 
has enacted for post-construction. See Section 1.7.2 and Appendix C for further details on the 
ERP. 

• Inventory of post-construction SMPs: There are (3) post-construction SMPs located on County 

property including two (2) infiltration basins and one (1) rip-rap. These SMPs are located on the 
Summit Park Campus property are inspected/maintained at a minimum frequency of once per 
year. See Figure 5 for a map of these post-construction SMPs.  

• Post-Construction Inspection and Maintenance Program: The requirements of the Post-
Construction Inspection and Maintenance Program are met through the implementation of 
existing programs and procedures. A summary of compliance with the program is described in 
Table 2 in Appendix E.   

• The County’s Director of Facilities Management is the only individual in the County responsible 
for inspecting and maintaining post-construction SMPs. The Director of Facilities Management 
has received the NYSDEC endorsed training. The Director of Facilities Management is trained in 
the County’s post-construction SMPs maintenance procedures. See Table 5 for the County staff 
that have received the required training. Should there be additional County staff responsible for 
inspecting and maintaining post-construction SMPs in the County, these individuals would be 
required to receive NYSDEC’s endorsed training and training on the County’s post-construction 
SMPs maintenance procedures prior to conducting any post-construction SMP 
inspection/maintenance and would be added to the inventory in Table 5.

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2.6 MCM 6: Pollution Prevention and Good Housekeeping 

2.6.1 Description of Minimum Control Measure  

MCM 6 consists of developing and implementing a pollution prevention and good housekeeping program 
for County facilities and operations to minimize pollutant discharges. Facilities include but are not limited 
to County owned parking lots, internal roads and walkways, athletic fields and lawns, stormwater 
infrastructure, and buildings. See Section 1.5 of this SWMP Plan for an inventory of County facilities. 
Operations and maintenance activities include but are not limited to parking lot/sidewalk maintenance, 
winter road maintenance and salt storage, solid waste management, parks and open space maintenance, 
County building maintenance, stormwater infrastructure maintenance, and vehicle and fleet maintenance. 
The program includes BMPs, policies and procedures; prioritization of efforts based on geographic areas 
of concern and facilities/operations in most need of improvement; employee training on pollution 
prevention/good housekeeping techniques; and requiring County contractors to also implement pollution 
prevention and good housekeeping practices. See a full description of permit requirements for this MCM 
in the MS4 General Permit. 
 
2.6.2 MCM Compliance to Date 

2.6.2.1 Part VII Requirements for Traditional Non-Land Use Control MS4s 

• At a minimum frequency of once every five (5) years, the County completes a self-assessment of 
all County facilities/operations and BMPs discussed below. Documentation of these self-
assessments is prepared utilizing the County’s self-assessment checklist. 

• The County’s existing BMPs are discussed below and organized by County operation.  

Parking Lot Maintenance/Internal Roads and Walkways Maintenance 

 
o DER conducts daily inspections of park ground and Facilities conducts daily inspections of 

all other County grounds, including internal roadways, parking lots, and walkways, to 
monitor whether they are in a state of good repair. Findings are entered into a tracking/work 
order system, and work orders are automatically generated to address any detected areas 
that need maintenance.  

o The County’s internal roadways and parking lots are routinely observed and maintained 
(e.g., sweeping and removal of debris) by the County’s Highway Department at least once 
a year between April 1 and October 31. 

o The County’s internal roadways, parking lots, and walkways are repaired when necessary 
by the County. 

Bridge Maintenance 
 

o Two vehicle bridges are located at Haverstraw Bay Park. The bridges are maintained by 
Facilities. 

Winter Parking Lot/Sidewalk Maintenance and Salt Storage  
 

o DER staff perform winter parking lot/sidewalk maintenance at County Parks and the 
Highway Department performs winter parking lot/sidewalk maintenance at all other County 
facilities. The County operates two (2) salt storage sheds located in Pomona and Stony 
Point operated by and the responsibility of the Highway department and is under the 
Highway Department’s MS4. The salt is contained until it is needed for de-icing activities. 
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Solid Waste Management  
 

o The County stores all solid waste in closed dumpsters and solid waste is removed by 
County contractors for disposition at the recycling center. 

o A household hazardous waste collection facility is located at the Rockland County Fire 
Training Center. The facility is open Monday - Friday 8am - 1pm and select weekend dates 
and collects medication, paint, batteries, lightbulbs, pesticides and e-waste. The facility is 
operated by Rockland Green a third-party subcontractor. The County maintains a third-
party certification with Rockland Green. 

New Construction and Land Disturbance 
 

o The Village maintains two (2) infiltration basins and one (1) rip-rap located on the Summit 
Park Campus property. These post-construction SMPs are inspected and maintained 
approximately once a year.  

Parks and Open Space 
 

o The County provides pet waste bags for public use at the two (2) County parks which have 
Dog Runs, including Kakiat Park and Kennedy Dells Park.12 

o The County prohibits the use of pesticides on County property and only uses fertilizers at a 
select portion of parks where lawns are maintained. Fertilizer is not used at the passive 
recreational parks. 

o Accumulated trash and debris at County parks is removed when necessary, by the DER. 

o The County enforces ordinances that prohibit the feeding of waterfowl except in designated 
areas, prohibit littering in County Parks and prohibit discharging any substance in a County 
Park storm sewer or drain - (See Section 1.7.3 of this SWMP Plan).  

County Buildings 
 

o DER conducts daily inspections of park grounds and Facilities conducts daily inspections of 
all other County grounds, including County buildings (eg. Summit Park Campus, Rockland 
County Courthouse, Rockland County Sheriff’s Office) to monitor whether they are in a 
state of good repair. Findings are entered into a tracking/work order system, and work 
orders are automatically generated to address any detected areas that need maintenance. 

Stormwater System Maintenance 
 

o County’s catch basins, stormwater inlet structures, manholes and open ditches are 
routinely cleaned approximately once a year. The DER is responsible for the stormwater 
system maintenance at County parks and Facilities is responsible for the stormwater 
system maintenance at all other County facilities.  

 
 

 
12 Kakiat and Kennedy Dells Park do not contain MS4 infrastructure that discharge to Surface Water of 
the State. However, this BMP has been included for completeness and to demonstrate proactive 
compliance with stormwater management practices. 
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Vehicle and Fleet Maintenance 
 

o Vehicles and equipment are washed offsite, outside of the County of Rocklands Facilities 
Management MS4.  

o Minor maintenance and repair of the County’s fleet is done on County property. The County 
conducts maintenance indoors whenever possible. For maintenance performed outside, 
operators guard against spillage of materials that could discharge to storm receivers.  

o Vehicles are maintained according to manufacturer's specifications and vehicle operators 
conduct frequent inspections of vehicles to identify and eliminate fluid leaks, and schedule 
repairs as needed. 

o If possible, operators seal floor drains that discharge directly to the environment.  

o Spilled materials are cleaned up immediately, using “dry” methods such as SpeedyDry.  

Hazardous and Waste Materials Management 
 

o All hazardous materials are stored in closed, labeled containers. If stored outside, drums 
are placed on pallets, away from storm receivers. Inside storage areas are located away 
from floor drains.  

o Secondary containment devices are used where appropriate and inspected.  

o Materials are recycled if possible, or properly disposed of.   

o Material storage areas are inspected.  

o Any leaking/defective containers, caps, and covers are repaired or replaced as necessary.  

Spill Response and Prevention  
 

o The County conducts annual inspections to confirm no chemical spills/leaks are occurring 
at their facilities. The County utilizes chemical bulk storage spill prevention reports to 
document these inspections.  

o The County implements spill response procedures to ensure stormwater quality protection 
measures are considered during spill response events.  

o Employees receive training on spill response.  

o The County maintains spill prevention equipment.  

o The following is inspected: container leaks, areas near storm receiver inlets and outlets, 
and floor drains.  

o Drains are protected with oil absorbent materials. 

o Spilled salt is removed from the salt loading area. 

• According to the MS4 General Permit Part VII.F. within two (2) years of the permit term, MS4 must 
develop a municipal facilities inventory. The County has developed a municipal facilities inventory 
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which is included in Appendix F. These County facilities contain MS4 infrastructure that discharge to 
Surface Waters of the State. The remaining County properties not included in Appendix F do not 
contain MS4 infrastructure that discharge to Surface Waters of the State.  

 
2.6.2.2 Part VIII Enhanced Requirements for Impaired Waters  

At this time, the County does not discharge to waterbodies that are impaired, therefore no additional 
requirements are necessary at this time.

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 2.7 Comprehensive MS4 Mapping  

2.7.1 Description of Mapping  

Although mapping is not considered an MCM, the mapping requirements outlined in the MS4 General 
Permit supports various MCMs by maintaining an inventory of the County’s natural (eg. topography) and 
manmade (eg. drainage infrastructure) resources that comprise of the County’s MS4. The County is 
required to comply with the mapping requirements outlined in Part IV.D of the MS4 General Permit. The 
below sections discuss the existing mapping the County has prepared to date, in addition to the future 
mapping requirements that must be completed within the 5-year permit term.  
 
2.7.2 Existing Mapping to Date

▪ Waterbody classification  

▪ Waterbody Inventory/Priority Waterbodies List (WI/PWL); 
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➢ Impairment status; and  

➢ POC, if applicable;  

▪ TMDL watershed areas;   

o Land use  

o Roads  

o Topography
